We therefore do not draw attention from Christ and to ourselves, exalt ourselves rather
than Christ, speak of our works rather than Christ’s, entertain ourselves rather than
reverence Christ, instruct regarding men’s opinions and doctrines rather than the gospel
and doctrine of Christ.

Therefore, a worship service is not appealing to most people. But it is indeed appealing to

worshipers of Jesus Christ. And it is certainly appealing to Him Whom we worship. Weloome To
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
